To the Editor:

On April 18, the U.S. Supreme Court upheld the first-ever federal law banning abortion. The ban, passed by Congress and signed by President Bush in 2003, criminalizes abortions in the early second trimester of pregnancy that doctors say are safe and the best to protect women's health.

This decision unravels more than 30 years of Supreme Court rulings that women's health must be protected from dangerous laws that restrict abortion. 

In fact, just seven years ago, the Supreme Court itself struck down a similar abortion ban passed by the state of Nebraska because the law did not have an exception to protect the health of women. 

It's time to send the message to Congress that they must stop playing politics with women's health. Women and their doctors — not politicians — should be the ones to make private, medical, moral decisions about what's best for the health of women and their families.

On April 18, the U.S. Supreme Court upheld the first-ever federal law banning abortion. The implications of the court’s ruling will be far-reaching. 

Members of Congress who support the ban have made a patently false claim: that the ban only applies to a specific procedure used late in pregnancy. In fact, the ban is so vaguely worded that it will discourage doctors from methods used in most second-trimester abortions.  Doctors say that these abortion methods are the safest to protect women's health, but politicians — and now five Supreme Court justices — have second-guessed doctors, endangering the health of pregnant women.
